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Abstract

For the lack of historical documents, the Deng Ying Traditional Poetry Club
which was active in Yilan Touwei during Japanese colonial period, especially in
Showa period, was neglected by researchers. By means of the author’s field work and
the “Taiwan Han Poetry Digital Archives Database”,which is established by Graduate
Institute of Taiwan Literature, National Chung-cheng University, we can observe the
activities of the poetry club and their poems. As a kind of poem, Jiboyin are always
regarded as a crossword puzzle without values of literature. Besides, the poets who
wrote Jiboyin to response the Japanese colonial officials are often viewed as the
behavior of “domestication”. The purpose of this paper is to reexamine Deng Ying
Traditional Poetry Club from the point of view of literature management and
communication. The purpose of Deng Ying Traditional Poetry Club is to research
Han Poetry, to promote Han-Wen and to cultivate local cultures instead of showing
nationality thoughts or speaking for people. And the findings suggest that they
handed down the Han culture and promoted Han-wen through writing and reciting
Han Poetry. Positively speaking, the Jiboyin poems of Deng Ying Traditional Poetry
Club can be viewed as a way to encourage the writing of Han-wen and to remain the
traditional intellectuals in contact.
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
